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In a recent report from Bòrd Stiùiridh na h-AGOFR (the self-appointed Scottish Executive Quango), the true underlying purpose of AGOFR was revealed. The Bòrd Stiùiridh na h-AGOFR report goes on to suggest that B*n* and Chr*s M*rt*n are contemplating the release of several AGOFR tracks as part of a charity / awareness CD that will also feature a choir of Gurkhas singing a medely of hits by Na h-*ganaich.
